AWA Christmas Toy Project Help 

Since inception in 1986 AWA has made more than 50,000 toys for kids who otherwise donôt get much, if 

anything, around the Holidays. For a summary of the 2020 project see https://www.abqawa ; look under 

community service. This year in cooperation with the Thimbleweeds Quilters and the Sandia Doll Club 

we will have 1600-1700 toys to distribute.  Collectively, toy makers, quilters, and doll collectors devote 

thousands of hours of effort, and I suspect a lot of their own money to support the cause. AWA budgeted 

$3000 for 2021, over half of which has been covered by donations and as many of you know lumber 

prices are way up.
